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The debate in the USA about whether to start school later has been running for

many years. Ask any American teenager arriving at school at 7.30 a.m. and they will
tell you that it’s difficult to memorize chemical formula or lists of vocabulary so early
in the morning. Is it just laziness, or is there a biological reason for this? Studies by
scientists in the UK show that teenagers naturally want to go to bed about two hours
later than adults and also get up later. This trend begins at about the age of thirteen and
continues right through the teenage years. The scientists conclude that students
inevitably feel tired in the morning and will therefore perform worse at school before
lunch.
Schools in some US states have tested this theory, and the findings back up the science.
By delaying the start of school by just one hour, academic achievement has risen,
absenteeism has declined and cases of depression among teenagers have also fallen.
One study that involved 9,000 students revealed that grades in maths, English and
science all rose when school began at 8.35 a.m. or later. Studies in other countries such
as Brazil, Italy and Israel also show that later start times improve learning.

Physical activity is often seen as one of the key components of a healthy lifestyle.
Proponents argue that regular exercise not only improves physical health but also
boosts mental well-being. They claim that physical activities like running, swimming,
or even dancing can reduce the risk of chronic diseases such as heart disease, diabetes,
and obesity.

Le livre est donc devenu pour tous un objet du
quotidien, une habitude et méme un plaisir.
Devant le succes évident de cette initiative, plusieurs colleges et lycées de France ont
lancé a leur tour une opération analogue appelée Silence on lit !
Ce slogan pourrait sonner comme un ordre, mais Florence Robine, rectrice
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d'académie, le définit comme étant « davantage une invitation qu'un ordre. Au début,
il faut quand méme forcer la nature, sinon c'est difficile de rentrer dans 1'univers des
livres ».
Les bénéfices de la lecture sont multiples. Elle offre a celui qui la pratique
réguliérement un plaisir et une meilleure compréhension du monde et contribue a
enrichir ses propres moyens d’expression. Passer de rien du tout a un peu de lecture
permet de multiplier son lexique par deux. De plus, selon une étude britannique, 76%
des lecteurs se déclarent plus sereins et heureux grace a la lecture ; lecture et
méditation activeraient les mémes zones du cerveau.
Aux bienfaits de la lecture, s’ajoutent ceux qu’apporte le silence. Ce dernier ouvre
une parenthése bénéfique dans la pollution sonore qui caractérise nos sociétés
contemporaines. Faire le silence est un acte significatif qui apaise et permet de se
retrouver soi-méme en faisant abstraction du reste. De fait, tous les enseignants
concordent a dire que ce quart d’heure qui interrompt la legon n’est pas du temps
perdu puisqu’apres la pause-lecture, les €leves sont beaucoup plus réceptifs au cours
qui reprend.
